A special American investiga-
tion unit found Jap army orders
approving cannibalism if the
troops ate the Ffeah of Allied
dead, but the Japs were execut-
ed if they feasted on their fallen
comrades.

Supporting evidence was found
among thoussande of documents
dabout Jap miitary operations,
pernonnel, and atrocities.

An order Issued on Nov, 18, 1944,
to the Jap 41st Division read in
part: "Those who have consumed
human -flesh (excluding that of
the enemy) knowlng very well it
is human fesh, will be senienced
to death for committing the worst
pomsilde crime againet humanity.

A Jap 15th Aviny headguarters
ovder of Dec, 10, 1944, specifieg
that troops conld eal enemy dead
but not their vwn dead.

Several days before joining
his men in eating the flesh of
the Australian fliers, Morimoto
directed the execution nf Ffive
Jap scldiers for cannibalism

against their own dead com-
rades.

Liap newspapermien, wlien in-
formed  of the cannibalism  evi-
dence, comtmented thar the Jan
people probably would not be as
norrified a8 Americins,
